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Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) is a disorder in which an individual demonstrates behaviors including inattention, hyperactivity, and impulsivity over time (Pennington, 2004). Symptoms of ADHD include, "trouble paying attention to tasks or play activities; failing to finish schoolwork, chores, or other duties (not due to oppositional behavior or failure to understand instructions); forgetful in daily activities; has trouble playing or enjoying leisure activities quietly; and has trouble waiting one's turn" (American Psychiatric Association Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders Text Revision [DSM-IV-TR], 2000,p. 85). These symptoms may significantly affect a child's participation in daily routines and activities. The purpose of this project is to provide the parents and families of children diagnosed with ADHD with information and suggestions related to living effectively with ADHD. This handbook will be made available for pediatricians, professionals, and educators to share with families in need of these services. The information needed for the completion of the handbook was compiled through a literature and research review. Based on the findings of the literature review, Living with ADHD: The Parent's Guide to Childhood ADHD Management was developed.
