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Contemporary practice of occupational therapy in schools does not fully address holistic treatment for social skills training. Currently, there are few references and approaches that have been designed to incorporate person, environment, and occupation in intervention planning. There are no model programs which address social functioning with consideration to a child's skills and abilities, contexts, roles and daily engagements in activities. Through an extensive literature review, pertinent information was gathered to guide the development and illustrate areas of need for the product. Occupational therapists were interviewed and provided valuable feedback in regards to the final composition of the manual.   A manual was developed to provide resources for the occupational therapists to use in the educational setting.  This manual includes a list and description of assessments; a 12-week social skills intervention program which consists of treatment activities, occupation-based homework assignments, parental involvement sessions, and teacher evaluation forms; and lastly, a section for occupational therapists to evaluate outcome measures in regards to the efficacy of the interventions.    This manual will be a valuable reference tool for occupational therapists in the elementary school setting, to assist in planning and treatment intervention ideas for children in grades 1-6 with social disabilities.
