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With the average age of the population in our nation raising and a large part of medical treatment shifting to the community, the populations being served require home environments that are conducive to a healthy lifestyle and high functionality. The purpose of this project was to develop a resource of terminology and protocols that could be utilized by multiple disciplines to facilitate healthier and more productive home environments for individuals with disabilities. Information used to develop this resource was gathered from various resources including professional journals, medical professionals, architects, construction engineers, professional texts from the respective disciplines involved, and Internet pages from official organizations. This resource combines concepts from occupational therapy, universal design, building design, and construction to address multiple aspects of the consumer's environment. A common vocabulary was included to bridge the disciplines, promoting effective trans-disciplinary communication.  By uniting the proper disciplines in a common goal and vocabulary, this resource facilitates the development of a safer, more functional home environment for those individuals that struggle with disability
