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Children post-traumatic brain injury (TBI) experience a host of physical, emotional, psychological, and social effects of the injury, particularly as they return to school. At the point of return to school, expectations for performance in all realms are increased from the prior protected therapeutic environments of rehabilitation settings; and children post-TBI often struggle to meet the performance level expected by their teachers, peers, and family members. This study reviews the literature regarding the physical, emotional, psychological, and social consequences of a traumatic brain injury among school aged children. Through an extensive review of literature, the array of effects of traumatic brain injury among school aged children are identified, including the impact upon performance in areas of occupation. The review focuses on the relevant aspects pertaining to the occupational therapist's role in treating a child with a traumatic brain injury in a school-based setting, resulting in a reference pamphlet intended to provide teachers, families, and clinicians with education, treatment strategies, and appropriate interventions to utilize when working with a child with a traumatic brain injury.
